NOT ASHAMED BAPTISM

CHECK LIST
SET UP

· Cover windows in doors of changing rooms.
· Set up 8 Partitions in changing rooms on Monday.  (4 per room)
· Make three changing areas per room along wall farthest from door.
· Lay plastic tarps down where changing rooms will be located.

· Get 64’ of ¾” PVC pipe and 8 ¾” T PVC connectors.  Cut PVC into six 5’ rods and eight 6” rods.
· Assemble T connector to 6” and 5’ rod. Remove black caps from tops of partitions and insert 6” into whole. Continue to make three changing room
· “doors”.  Hang queen/king size sheets over rods, securing with safety pins 
to make curtain.

SUPPLIES NEEDED FOR CHANGING
· Chair in each changing area
· 6 hair dryers 

· 12-15 towels

· 6 sets of shirt/shorts 

· 6 handkerchiefs w/ tape & marker
· 2 clothes baskets for wet items

SUPPLIES NEEDED FOR BAPTISM ITSELF
· 6 queen/king size sheets, prefer solid/dark color
· PVC pipe and connectors as previously described

· safety pins
· tarps for changing room floor

SUPPLIES NEEDED FOR BAPTISM ITSELF cont.
· tarp walkway from breezeway to rooms.

· reinforce stage if necessary
· Horse trough 

· Tarp for under trough

· carpet around/under trough

· 3 women and 3 men to assist

· hose for water

· hot water from water heater

· stack of towels for each student as they come out of baptism

· extension cords for hair dryers

Question?  Should we try to raise trough on cinder block and wood platform for better view and ease for the pastor?
SUPPLIES NEEDED FOR BAPTISM CLASS

· Set up room for class 

· Minor’s Baptism Release Form (see resource list) 

FLOW OF SERVICE

Tank filled by 1 hour prior to service 
1.  Students arrive for Baptism Class.
2.  Each student’s information is recorded.

3.  Students directed to changing area. Students change into baptism clothes.  

     Shirts/shorts provided if necessary. Adults use discretion when looking at 

     clothing brought by student. Shorts are not to be too short or light in color. 

     Each student receives a NOT ASHAMED shirt.  Student needs to wear a shirt 

     under the NOT ASHAMED shirt.  (Shirt is theirs to keep.)

3.  At baptism time, one man & one woman at the front with Pastor. 

     Towels on hand.
4.  Assist student getting in and out of trough. Out of trough, wrap in towel 

     assist down to carpeted walkway.

5.  As student enters breezeway, greeted by an adult directing to changing room.

6.  At least one adult in each changing room to assist as needed and gather wet 

     items.

AFTER SERVICE BEFORE LEAVING
1.  Wet carpeting removed to outside.

2.  Tarps gathered and moved to outside.

3.  Wet items delivered to washing machine upstairs baptism room.[image: image1.png]
